e The first month after launch has a support plan.

Data migration and balances

e Customers, vendors, items, open transactions, and
balances are reconciled.

o Business owners have signed off the data they rely
on.

Reporting and dashboard trust

e Saved searches, dashboards, KPIs, and definitions
match business expectations.

e Finance and operations agree what key reports
mean.

Training and handover

e Users know how to complete daily tasks and where
to get help.

o Escalation paths and simple process notes are
ready.
